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One interesting aspect of history is that we’re always
making new discoveries. Our museums provide an op-
portunity for our guests to make discoveries of their
own! In fact, we’ve hosted over 2500 guests during the
2022 season.

Last year we
matched dona-
tions for a new
exhibit focusing
on the four major
treaties that were
negotiated  and
signed at Prairie
du Chien with
Native American
tribes. Thanks to
the generosity of
our membership,
the Society pur-
chased this rare
Native American
beaded pouch for
this exhibit. It’s
the most recent
acquisition to our
collection and
dates to the ear-
ly/mid 1800s.

It was most likely made to carry fire making tools. We
will be working through the winter on this new exhibit,
so be sure to stay tuned for future progress!

Although our museums are closed for the season, we
are still available to answer your research requests
and to schedule your next tour.
